Campers stay in delightful rustic cabins nestled in the majestic redwoods.  Each cabin has a stone fireplace and balcony, 
with bathrooms, showers and electricity up or down the trail nearby.  A dance hall (with a brand new floor), central dining hall, 
lounge, redwood grove, meadow, and amphitheater provide various areas for classes, meals, and daily activities. The 
Mendocino Woodlands, a National Historic Landmark Camp, is in a 720-acre redwood forest nine miles inland from the 
charming village of Mendocino on the spectacular California coast, about a four-hour drive north of San Francisco.
